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An important event at the
October 2005 Back-Bach
Genealogical Society meeting
was the recognition of the
military veterans who were
present. We felt that this was
important because of the
contribution they and all
veterans have made to the
establishment and
preservation of this wonderful
country in which we are
privileged to live.

There can be no doubt that
we, the citizens of the United
States of America, are a blest
people. We enjoy greater
freedom and opportunity to be
and do what we want than do
the citizens of any other
country. Ve enjoy such
blessings in no small measure
because of the sacrifices
made and the victories won
by our military forces down
through the history of our
country. Such is summarized
below.

Victory in the Revolutionary
War made it possible for the
founding fathers to set our
country on a course to provide

the freedom and opportunity we
enjoy today. The victory and
end of the Civil War assured
that our country would once
again be and remain a fully
united entity. Then victory In
both World War One and World
War Two plus smaller conflicts
before and after these major
wars has served to preserve
and promote democracy, not
only in the United States, but in
other countries as well.

In the ceremony in which the
veterans were recognized,
each gave a brief summary of
his or her service record. The
information they provided is
essentially the same as what
appears in this article.

The first group to be
recognized were those who
served during World War Two.
This seemed appropriate for
two reasons. First because
they served during the greatest
conflict our country as
experienced in recent times
and because they are the
generation who had just begun
to emerge from the Great
Depression. Also the hard won
victory they and the troops of
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our allied counties had won has
probably had a greater effect on
the whole world than that of any
other conflict in modern times.

Of course the other veterans
recognized are also due the
thanks of a grateful country and
world. They served to keep alive
the ideals for which the veterans
of other wars fought and died.
They have continued to keep our
country and much of the world
free.

The number of veterans
recognized may seem to be
small, but one must keep in mind
that only those present could
take part in the ceremony. Also
we intended for the recognition to
symbolically extend to the much
larger number of veterans who
are members of the Back-Bach
Genealogical Society. Also if
other veterans who are members
of our society wish to send a brief
summary of their military service
record, we will publish them in
upcoming issues of Descendent
News.
